
Short Films Cafe Guide Lines

1.      All film submissions should include the following:
a.    Name
b.   Address
c.    Phone number (day & evening)
d.   Classification of film: Comedy, Drama, Sci-Fi, Documentary, Horror, Foreign 
Films with English Sub-Titles
e.    Length of film
f.    Short description of film
g.    All projects should include intro score with credits and an out-score with 
credits.

2.      All “short film projects” must be sent in a DV mini tape format with a ten second 
lead count in; Write your name and film title on the cassette case.

3.      Send all material to:

4.      Due to the high volume of films received, you will only be contacted if your film is 
chosen.

5.      Films will not be returned.  All packaging material and cases will be recycled.

7.   Do not send any promotional material (posters, etc.) with your package. Send only 
the tape.

8.      No foul language (profanity), nudity, or controversial material will be accepted.  
Films must be acceptable for a wide viewing audience.

9.       Candidates selected will have a video interview via SKYPE with Brad Evans 
producer of “Hollywood Today.”

10.   Last day of film submission is April 30, 2010 at 12:00pm Eastern Standard Time.  
Any material received after 12:00 pm will not be accepted.

11.   Film project lengths are as follows (No exceptions):
a.   30 minutes
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b.  45 minutes
c.   60 minutes

12.   WCANRadio.com will not provide any media duplication services.  For live 
recordings visit www.realplayer.com and download Real Player SP (It is FREE).  
Recording time is limited to only four (4) hours.

Since this is a first time digital internet media broadcast there will be no “admission fees” or 
applications required; remember this is a live video broadcast.

If you are having trouble tuning in, click link on left side of page that says “Having Problems 
Tuning In”.  Viewing the film on the internet viewer depends on the health of your PC.  This 
includes spyware, malware, Hard Drive errors, fragmentation errors, junk files and temporary 
files etc.
